Project proposal

Abstract that describes the project (250 words maximum)

Description of the planned activities (for example research activities, seminars, lectures, etc.) including rationale and timeline (250 words maximum). 

Impact of collaboration: Anticipated benefits of the collaboration for the PI’s research and/or teaching projects. How the expertise and perspective of the involved collaborators will enhance the proposed project and how the collaboration will strengthen the overall partnership between U of T and institutions in the region (200 words maximum).  

Project impact: Description of the expected academic and societal gains for the project as a result of the proposed cooperation and mobility, and the identification of corresponding performance indicators e.g. publications, contributions to policy documents, blogs/websites, meeting reports, conference proceedings, etc. (200 words maximum). 

Alignment with the objectives of the IP Strategy of Canada: a short description of how the project will contribute to achieving particular objectives of the Indo-Pacific Strategy (200 words maximum). 

Capacity for future collaboration: A description of potential future collaborations and outcomes that will become possible as a result of having undertaken the current collaboration. For example: joint publications, joint supervision of PhD students, joint teaching, joint patent applications, joint reports to governments, joint funding applications (200 words maximum)   

Proposed budget: Proposed timeline and a breakdown of the costs of the activities e.g.  travel costs including flights, hotels, meals. If applicable, an overview of additional committed funding (or support in-kind), including from the collaborating institutions, and/or other funding sources.
